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[bookmark: _Hlk41913885]The Appointment and Remuneration Guidelines published by the Department of Premier and Cabinet sets out criteria for how government boards are classified. While the criteria are largely commercial, consideration should be given to the complexity and risk profile of the entity and board. The classification of a board determines the level of remuneration and approval process required for non-executive director appointments. The relevant portfolio minister is responsible for health board classification, noting cabinet approval may also be required.
The boards of Public Health Services and other major public health boards listed in this document are classified as class A boards. Remuneration of board directors is based on band levels within the classification. For class A boards, the band level is based on turnover, assets and/or operating surplus.
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The boards of Public Health Services set their own procedures and policies, such as meeting schedules and protocols. To provide certainty, each board usually develops its meeting calendar well in advance of the commencement of the calendar or financial year, based on a set routine. All times indicated below are however subject to change.
