Overview
Community Care Centre (CCU)
CCUs provide medium to long-term accommodation, clinical care and rehabilitation services for people with serious mental illness and associated psychosocial disability.  CCUs provide a ‘home-like’ environment where people can learn or re-learn everyday skills necessary for successful community living.
CCUs are required to provide a range of programs aimed at the consumer’s clinical treatment and rehabilitation needs.  Some consumers will benefit from a period of intensive rehabilitation before moving to more independent living.  Others may require a highly supervised supported environment for an extended period to assist in managing their problematic behaviours.

Secure Extended Care Unit (SECU)
SECUs provide medium to long term inpatient treatment and rehabilitation for people who have unremitting and severe symptoms of mental illness or disorder with an associated significant disturbance in behaviour that preclude their living in a less restricted environment.  These services are provided on a regional basis and are gazetted under the Mental Health & Wellbeing Act to provide compulsory treatment.  SECUs represent the highest level of care on the continuum of mental health services and provide extended clinical treatment, supervision and support for those whose needs cannot be met adequately by other available programs and services
